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Art Supplies: 
Cardboard constructions: Large sheets of lightweight cardboard, recycled cardboard, cardboard tubes, scissors, and variety of sizes of 
masking tape

Papier mâché: Corrugated recycled cardboard cut from boxes, newspaper, tape, strips of newspaper, white glue, warm water buckets for 
mixing, 2-inch wide masking tape 

Finished clay: White gesso paint to cover forms, acrylic paint (primary and secondary colours, and black and white), medium and small
brushes, small containers for paint and palettes for mixing, water containers, three to four hot glue guns with glue sticks, found objects to 
embellish forms (e.g., beads, fabric, string, plastic bubble wrap, feathers, fake fur)
